IASCE Constitution
1. The name of the Association shall be the Irish Association of Social Care Educators (IASCE) or, in Irish, Chumann Oidí um Chúram Sóisialta in Éirinn. The member Institutes are Athlone, Blanchardstown, Cork, Dublin, Dundalk, Limerick, Sligo, Tralee and Waterford Institutes of Technology and St Patrick’s College Carlow, the Open Training College and Ballyfermot College of Further Education.

2. The aims of the Association shall be to promote social care education, to co-ordinate the activities, to develop and maintain standards and to advocate on behalf of members. 

3. Membership shall be renewed at each AGM. 

4. The affairs of the Association shall be conducted by the Committee, which shall consist of one nominee from each Institution. The Committee shall elect a President, Deputy President, Secretary and Treasurer from amongst its members at the first meeting of the calendar year. 

5. Each member Institution will be entitled to one vote at Committee meetings, AGM and EGM. 

6. All elections shall be conducted by means of a single transferable vote. 

7. At Committee meetings, four shall constitute a quorum. 

8.  An AGM of the Association will take place every year. 

9. Each member Institution shall pay a nominal fee of €225 per annum payable by January 31st. 

10. At least four weeks prior to the AGM, each member of the Association shall be sent a preliminary notice listing the main businesses to come before the meeting. 

11. An EGM shall be held by request of the Committee or by one third of the membership. If the voting ties at any meeting, the President shall have a second or casting vote. 

12. In the case of the Association dissolving, any assets shall be applied to a charity or charities of choice of the Association. 

13. It is expected that each member Institution shall attend and participate at meetings, conferences and working groups. Institutions that do not attend at two consecutive meetings may have their membership revoked.

Any doubts that may arise as to the interpretation of this constitution shall be determined by the Committee, subject to appeal to a general meeting.
